Me'Ah is a two-year intensive adult Jewish 
learning program of Hebrew College and 
Combined Jewish Philanthropies' Commission 
on Jewish Continuity & Education.

An invigorating journey, Me'ah offers not only 
an opportunity to grow as a literate student of 
Jewish life, but also a powerful means to join a 
growing community of learners—bringing 
knowledge and insight into your personal life 
and community as you build your understanding 
of what Jewish texts and ideas meant historically 
and what they mean for Jews today.
